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This year you (yes YOU) are going to write and illustrate a book about World History.  This large and scholarly book (or “Tome”) will be filled with your brilliant thoughts on history, your amazing drawings, and your personal opinions.  Using the format of the “interactive notebook,” your Tome will be the centerpiece of note taking, assignments, projects, group activities, test review and earning a three or better on the AP World History exam.  The Tome is your key to not simply passing the AP exam but blowing it right out of the water – BOOM!  You will use your Tome not only to record notes and important information that I give you in class or that you read from primary sources but also to interact with history in a creative, individualized way.  The Tome is also a good way to get and stay organized.  If you’ve kept your Tome up-to-date, when it comes time to study for a test it will be easy for you.

Four Pages each day.  1 or 2?  NO, 4!  3?  NOOO 4, 4, 4!

We will use our Tome every single day.  Here is a basic overview of how each page will be used.

1) As you enter the classroom I will shake your hand 

2) When you come in you will either a) go directly to your seat and begin step 3 or b) if you are the Caesar you will pick up enough pictures and Spark Plug sheets for your group.  You will then go to your seat, give each group member both sheets, & begin step 3.

3) When it is time to start class, I will set a timer for 10 minutes, I will check the class work in your Tome from the last class.  While you wait for me to come by, SILENTLY turn to the set of pages for the day, take up your pen, and divide the first LEFT page into three sections accordingly:




4) When you have finished drawing the sections, look at the white board at the front of the class.  Next, copy down a) the title of the day’s lesson, b) the objectives, and c) the vocabulary words.

5) Turn to the RIGHT side of the note book & divide the page in preparation for Cornell notes:







6) Flip the half sheet to the “Spark Plug” side and begin working on the assignment.  Remember: you need to write at least FIVE sentences in order to get credit for your Spark Plug on the Tome Evaluation.

7) I expect you to be finished with all of this after 10 minutes when it is time to begin the lesson. 

8) We will begin class by discussing the Spark Plug and then taking Cornell notes– the day’s lesson has begun!  Sit quietly and attentively as we take notes.

9) At times we will take two pages of Cornell notes, at others we will take only one.  On the remaining 2 pages we will do class work in groups (make timelines, graphic organizers, foldables, read articles or sources, etc.)

Organization

Your teacher is in love with organization.  The more organized you are as a student the better you will do in my class.  The Tome is a way to help you with this.  We will number the pages of our Tome and EVERYONE will be able to go to a certain page and find the same information there if they are keeping their Tome correctly. You can count on a Tome Evaluation every three weeks and so it is critical that you have everything completed and glued or taped into your Tome.

Grading the Tome

The Tome counts as 35% of your TOTAL grade.  THIS IS HUGE!!  This means that without the Tome you will fail my class (just ask any of my students from last year).

General Rules/Guidelines

Because you need your Tome to pass my class and the AP exam I expect you to observe the following rules:

1) bring your notebook to class EVERY DAY (I will check for your assignment from the day before & if you don’t have the Tome, too bad!)

2) complete all work assigned in the Tome

3) take very, very, very good care of your Tome – your Tome is like your baby (if you lose your Tome you must copy ALL of the previous notes from the current unit into a new notebook)

4) make sure you keep your Tome up to date by checking a buddy’s Tome if you miss class

Cover

The cover of your Tome shows a little bit of who you are – this is the gateway to YOUR Tome!  Make it personal, creative, and exciting.  Be sure to carefully follow the instructions for the cover of your Tome.  There will be a contest in each period for who has the best, most creative cover.  I’ll pick the top three & you, as a class will vote for the winner.  The winner will get their picture on the wall & one “Get Out of Homework Free” pass.  Do not put nudity, profanity, or drug references on your cover.

Beginning of Each Unit

We will have five units this year: 1 – Foundations (8000 BCE – 600 CE), 2 – Mongols & Muslims (600 CE – 1450 CE), 3 – Global Contact & Conflict (1450 – 1750), 4 – Colonialism & Revolution (1750 – 1914), 5 – The Modern World (1914 – Present).  At the beginning of each unit you will need to save a Left and a Right side page for the unit’s “What I Need to Know” and a table of contents.

The Last 30 Pages of the Tome
Save the last 30 pages of your Tome for Fridays.  We’ll glue an introduction paper to the 30th from the back page to show we’re starting a new section.  This section is for Fridays when we do our special writers workshop.

“What if I Forget to Bring My Tome?”

You need to write down notes on a sheet of notebook paper and copy them into your Tome after class.  You are accountable for EVERY SINGLE page in the Tome.  The same goes if you miss class – you must get the notes from a classmate.
